The Village Council is still 
waiting to receive the 
results of their request for 
funding from the State to 
perform a turn lane 
project at Spainhour Mill 
Road and Doral Drive.  In 
combination with this 
request, the receipt of the 
funding would require that 
the Village pay for 20% of 
the cost of the project 
with Powell Bill Funds.  
These funds can only be 
spent on roads. If the 
project is approved, the 
Village would receive 
$224,000 towards the 
overall cost of the project 
and only have to commit 
$56,000 from Village 
funds.  The project itself 
has an overall cost of 
$280,000.  We hope to 
have news by December 
to report to you on this 
project.  We have 
completed several small 
repairs to our Park 
facilities this fall which 
have been needed for 
some time.  The older 
parking lot in front of the 
p l a y g r o u n d  h a d 
deteriorated to the point 
t h a t  r e p a i r  w a s 
necessary.  The cracks 
have been cut out and 
repaved and the lot 
sealed and striped. In 
addition, the contractor 
who sealed the tennis 
courts returned and did 
some repair to an area 
which had buckled.  This 
was a warranty repair.  

The trail system on the 
center trail has for some 
time suffered from a 
drainage issue that 
prevents mulch and rock 
dust from staying in place. 
We have installed a drain 
that should relieve the 
water problem there.  As a 
result, this will allow us to 
improve the appearance of 
this section of trail before 
spring.  The exterior of the 
Community Center has 
been painted this fall.  The 
exterior had not been 
painted since it was built in 
2001. Everyone seems to 
be getting used to the 
every other Monday 
rec yc l i n g  sc h ed u le .  
Posting these days on the 
sign at the Community 
Center seems to have 
helped remind residents of 
this schedule.  We have 
distributed plenty of 
additional bins to residents 
and it appears they are 
being utilized on recycle 
day.  I want to thank each 
of you for recycling and 
being patient with this new 
schedule.  This really 
helped the Village Council 
keep you tax rate the 
same during this last 
budget cycle.  It has been 
a pleasure serving you for 
another year and I would 
like to personally wish 
each of you a wonderful 
ho l iday season as 
T h a n k s g i v i n g  a n d 
Christmas are right around 
the corner.  

The election results from the 
November 3rd municipal 
elections are in.  Mayor 
Keith P. Snow, running 
unopposed for Mayor, 
received 165 votes and was 
re-elected to a 4th term as 
Mayor. Three candidates 
vied for the two available 
positions on the Village 
Council. Mayor Pro Tem 
Billy McHone had previously 
announced he would not 
seek re-election. Incumbent 
Council Member Robin Beck 
received 131 votes and was 
re-elected to a second term 
on the Council.  Lori Shore- 
Smith received 130 votes 
and was elected to fill the 
second position on the 
Village Council.   The third 
candidate Steve Wood 
received  66 votes. 
 
The newly elected Mayor 
and Council members will 
take the oath of office at the 
December Council meeting 
Thereaf ter,  they wi l l 
organize themselves by 
electing a new Mayor Pro 
Tem, adopting rules of 
procedure, and choosing 
a n d  d e l e g a t i n g 
responsibilities.    
   
The next municipal election 
will not take place again 
until November of 2011. 
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The Village would like
